TAXPAYERS’ REPORT
The Selden bypass road is complete, and it is beautiful! Leroy did a beautiful job on this road and 

we can all be proud of us all working together to get things done. 
We are getting close to formulating the 2020 Budget. I think it is wise to look at the preceding years 

to get a better focus of where we are in the taxing process. The two schedules below show County 
Valuations for Sheridan County and surrounding counties, as well as the mill levies for the last several 
years.

County valuations have increased significantly in the past 10 years and the mill levy imposed upon 
the taxpayers have also increased significantly. This is why your property taxes have nearly doubled 
in that time. When the valuation goes up the mill levy needs to go down to maintain the same amount 
of tax dollars collected. This has not been the case. Valuations have been going up and the mill levy 
has also been going up. This situation results in an automatic tax increase year after year.

All the counties in Western Kansas are having trouble attracting businesses and residents because 
the tax amount is unaffordable. Sheridan County is the bright spot in all the counties because we are 
the only school district that has a significant increase in school enrollment. We also have many very 
well-run businesses and an outstanding hospital. All the things that make a community great and 
prosperous will not continue with high property taxes.

We, here in Sheridan County, need to continue to be the best county in Western Kansas. For 
Sheridan County to continue to prosper, we absolutely have to get a handle on the property tax rate 
we are imposing on the residents, businesses, and farmers. With farm commodity prices at a very low 
level we are obligated to reduce taxes and help all we can. Yes, we need County services, and I’m 
not suggesting that we reduce any of these. I am saying that we have zero population growth which 
does not suggest that we need to spend more money and expand county services. We have a large 
cash carryover from 2018 that we need to reduce to have adequate reserves, but not more than that.

We all need to work together to help each other. That is how a community and county will succeed 
and grow and prosper.

The “Best Berry” Dishes
The strawberry will soon 

be plentiful, yet while it is still 
a luxury we may use them in 
small amounts for a garnish 
or accessory.

Devonshire Pie – Line a 
pie plate with rich pastry 
and bake it. Also bake a two-
inch ring; this may be made 
by cutting around a large pie 
plate to make a large circle 
and then cutting around 
a smaller plate placed in 
the center of this. Use care 
to handle the ring without 
breaking it. Fill the pastry 
shell with Devonshire cream. 
This is prepared by scalding 
the milk the day before then 
skinning the cream and 
whipping it. Add a cupful or 
more of sweetened, very ripe 

berries and cover with the 
ring. Heap cream in the center 
and serve. A most attractive 
dish and one that is not hard 
to prepare.

Strawberry Baskets – Beat 
the yolks of four eggs until 
thick, add one cup of sugar and 
beat two minutes, the sugar 
should be added gradually; 
add three tablespoonfuls of 
water. Put one and one-half 
tablespoonfuls of cornstarch 
in a measuring cup and fill 
up with flour. Mix and sift 
with one and one-fourth of a 
teaspoon of salt, and add to 
the first mixture. Fold in the 
whites of the eggs beaten stiff 
and add one teaspoonful of 
lemon extract. Fill buttered 
gem pans and bake in a 
moderate oven. Cool and 

scoop out the centers and 
fill with sweetened crushed 
berries mixed with whipped 
cream.

Bomb Mousselaine – Line 
a mold with strawberry ice 
and fill with the following 
mixture: Beat one cupful of 
heavy cream until stiff and 
add three-fourths of a cupful 
of powdered sugar, one 
cupful of strawberry puree, 
one tablespoonful of orange 
juice and a teaspoonful 
of vanilla. Cover with the 
strawberry ice and overflow, 
adjust the cover and pack in 
ice and salt using equal parts, 
let stand two hours.

The constitutional right to 
keep and bear arms extends 
outside a person’s home, 
Kansas Attorney General 
Derek Schmidt this week told 
the U.S. Supreme Court.

At issue in the case is a New 
York City law that prohibits an 
individual who has obtained 
a license to own a firearm in 
their home from transporting 
that firearm anywhere, even 
if locked and unloaded, 
except to one of the shooting 
ranges located within city 
limits. Under the ordinance, 
it is illegal for a New York 
resident to transport a 
firearm to a shooting range in 
a nearby state.

In the legal brief filed 
this week, Schmidt along 
with 21 other state attorneys 
general and the governors of 
Kentucky and Mississippi, 
asked the U.S. Supreme 
Court to reverse a ruling by 
the 2nd U.S. Circuit Court of 
Appeals upholding the city

ordinance. The attorneys 
general argue the ordinance 
unconstitutionally restricts 
the right to use a firearm for 
self-defense and defense of 
family outside of the home, 
restricts the right to travel 
and discriminates against 
interstate commerce.

“If New York’s regulatory 
scheme is allowed to stand 
and is copied by cities 
around the United States, it 
would undercut the ability 
of individuals to travel 
with their individual rights 
intact and also threaten 
state economies dependent 
upon tourism dollars,” the 
attorneys general wrote.

The case is New York State 
Rifle & Pistol Association Inc. 
v. City of New York, New 
York, No. 18-280. A copy of 
the states’ brief is available at 
http://bit.ly/2Qem0qR. The 
Supreme Court is expected 
to hear oral argument on the 
case in the fall.

The average 
number of milk cows was 162,000 head, 5,000 head more than 
April 2018. Milk production per cow averaged 1,950 pounds.

Crop Update
Twenty-four percent of the 

nation’s sorghum acreage 
was planted by May 12, eight 
percentage points behind the 
previous year and 9 points 
behind the 5-year average. Texas 
had planted 75 percent of its 
intended sorghum acreage by 
week’s end, 10 percentage points 
behind last year and 1 point 
behind average.

Industrial Hemp 
Conference

Conference Wed., May 22 from 8 
a.m. to 3 p.m. at the Pratt County 
Fairgrounds.

If you’re a farmer considering 
planting and producing hemp 
or a company that provides 
services to farmers and 
producers, consider attending 
the conference. It costs $25 and 
includes breakfast and lunch.

Second Round of Trade Payments
The Trump Administration is working to release a second 

round of assistance payments to support farmers affected by 
China trade tariffs and stalled negotiations. USDA officials have 
estimated payments will range between $15 -$20 billion to the U.S. 
ag sector. Secretary Perdue noted the second round of payments 
will likely be more direct payments and commodity purchases. 
National Sorghum Producers continues to provide information 
to USDA as they craft the new package. Per President Trump’s 
request, the USDA is working quickly to roll out the new plan. 
Reports indicate an announcement could come out next week.

U.S. Beef Gains Full 
Access to Japan

Today, U.S. Secretary of 
Agriculture Sonny Perdue 
announced the United States 
and Japan have agreed on 
new terms and conditions 
that eliminate Japan’s 
longstanding restrictions 
on U.S. beef exports, paving 
the way for expanded sales 
to the United States’ top 
global beef market. Last 
week, Secretary Perdue met 
with Japanese government 
officials and affirmed the 
importance of science-based 
trade rules. The new terms 
will take effect immediately 
and allow U.S. products from 
all cattle to enter Japan for the 
first time since 2003. Today’s 
announcement will hopefully 
place a path forward for other 
markets around the globe to 
accept science-based policies.

Kansas Honey 
Production

Honey production in 2018 
from Kansas producers with five 
or more colonies totaled 365,000 
pounds, down 34 percent from 
2017, according to the USDA’s 
National Agricultural Statistics 
Service.

There were 5,000 honey 
producing colonies in Kansas 
during 2018, down 29 percent 
from 2017.

Average yield was 73 pounds 
per colony, down 6 pounds 
from 2017. Producer stocks were 
95,000 pounds on December 15, 
2018 down from 260,000 pounds 
a year earlier.

Prices for the 2018 crop 
averaged 300 cents per pound, 
down from 403 cents in 2017. 
Prices were based on retail sales 
by producers and sales to private 
processors and cooperatives. 
Total value of honey produced in 
2018 was $1.10 million, down 51 
percent from 2017.

China Negotiations Stall
After the U.S. announced tariff increases from 10 to 25 percent on 

$200 billion worth of imports from China on Friday, China announced 
retaliation on more U.S. goods on Monday. The duties will go into 
effect June 1, 2019. Sorghum is not included in the list. Both sides 
have announced an exemption process whereby products subject to 
the increased tariffs may avoid duties. Tariffs total an annual trade 
value of an estimated $300 billion. With this latest announcement, 
virtually all remaining imports from China would be subject to 
additional tariffs. The Office of the United States Trade Representative 
is seeking public comments and will hold a public hearing in June. 
National Sorghum Producers remains hopeful both parties return to 
negotiations soon.

For the week ending 
May 19, 2019, there were 3.8 
days suitable for fieldwork, 
according to the USDA’s 
National Agricultural 
Statistics Service. Topsoil 
moisture supplies rated 0 
percent very short, 2 short, 
71 adequate, and 27 surplus. 
Subsoil moisture supplies 
rated 0 percent very short, 
1 short, 76 adequate, and 23 
surplus.

Field Crops Report: Winter 
wheat condition rated 2 percent 
very poor, 8 poor, 30 fair, 46 
good, and 14 excellent. Winter 

wheat jointed was 95 percent, 
equal to last year. Headed was 
61 percent, behind 67 last year, 
and well behind 83 for the 
five-year average.

Corn planted was 61 
percent, behind 80 both last 
year and average. Emerged 
was 37 percent, behind 53 both 
last year and average.

Soybeans planted was 17 
percent, well behind 47 last 
year, and behind 29 average. 
Emerged was 6 percent, 
behind 19 last year, and near 
10 average.

Sorghum planted was 3 
percent, near 7 last year and 6 
average.

Cotton planted was 18 
percent, behind 26 last year, 
but near 14 average.

Sunflowers planted was 1 
percent, behind 6 last year, 
and near 3 average.

In a time 
when children come to school 
with more challenges than ever 
before, schools acknowledge 
they cannot meet all these needs 
alone. Instead, they collaborate 
with families, community 
organizations and other public 
and private agencies to benefit 
both the children and the 
community they serve.

As a result, the advocacy role 
is increasingly important for 
school board members. Informing 

School Board Roles and Responsibilities
citizens about the schools’ 
accomplishments, challenges and 
needs is an essential part of school 
board leadership. Through their 
actions, board members represent 
the community and help foster 
understanding and support for 
the schools.

Specific responsibilities for 
school boards include:
•	 Seeking others who 

can help expand educational 
opportunities to meet the needs 
of the whole child;
•	 Advocating for children 

and families and establishing 
strong relationships with parents 
and other mentors to help support 
students;
•	 Promoting the schools’ 

instructional and other programs;
•	 Leading in celebrating

This is her fourth year to compete in 
long jump at state.  She also qualified 
in the 200m dash running a 27.91 
for fourth place.  She has competed 
in and placed the 200m at state for 
the past 4 years including fifth last 
season.  

The 4 x 100m relay team of Miller, 
Mabel Lugo, Ashley Stoll, and 
Brooke Stoll also won the regional 
championship to qualify for state 
again this year.  They girls ran their 
season best time of 52.61 to win.  
They placed XX at state last season.

The same girls also won the 4 
x 400m relay with their season 
best time of 4:10.97 to win the 
championship and return to state.  
The girls set a new school record as 
they claimed the state championship 
in 2018. Despite battling injury and 
illness this season, they have won 
the 4 x 400 at every meet they ran the 
past two seasons and look forward to 
repeating that success next weekend 
in Wichita.

Sophomore Ashley Stoll is taking 
three events to state.  Along with 
the two relays, she placed second in 
the 400m with a season best 1:01.06 
to qualify for the second year.  She 
qualified for finals in the 200m 
with a 27.79 second ran placing 7th 
in finals.  Junior Mabel Lugo placed 
third in the 400m to qualify for the 
third straight season with her season 
best run of 1:02.30 while battling the 
flu all day. Sophomore Brooke Stoll 
also qualified in the 800m run with 
a season best time of 2:33.60 for the 
second year.    

 The final event to qualify for 
competition at the state meet was 
Senior Jacob Ritter.  Jacob placed 
second in long jump with his personal 
best jump of 20’ 9.75”.   Senior Dylan 
Spresser set PR’s in both long jump 
(17’ 7.75”) and triple jump (39’ 8”) just 
missing out on state qualification in 
fifth place in both events.

Miller will compete at the State 
meet in Wichita on Friday, May 24, 
at 8:00 am.  Ritter will long jump on 
Saturday at 1:15. Prelims for running 
events begin Friday morning.

Now on this 8th day of 
May 2019, the Board of 
Commissioners, Sheridan 
County, Kansas met in regular 
session with Chairman Joe 
Bainter presiding.

Joe Bainter called the meeting 
to order.

Bracht advised the Board 
she had been contacted by 
MASA Medical Transport 
Solutions, which is a company 
that provides medical ground 
and air transport, anywhere. 
The Board agreed this is not a 
benefit they are interested in 
providing, but if the employees 
want to enroll individually as a 
payroll deduction that would be 
their choice. Bracht will contact 
the company and advise.

County Attorney Joe Pratt 
entered the meeting. Pratt stated 
the hospital had received their 
bond money.

Joe Bainter had over 100 
people sign a petition asking 
the 6/10ths of a mile spur east 
of Selden not be vacated. Many 
suggested the hardening agent 
that had been placed on the 
feedlot road be utilized here as 
well. 

Ross Carder, Road & 
Bridge Supervisor, entered 
the meeting. Carder stated 
everything is going pretty 
good. Carder passed out a one-
page information sheet that 
had guidelines for building a 
road. Carder stated none of the 
guys know what guidelines the 
County is going to go by.

The spur was discussed 
again with a suggestion of a 
stop sign or ‘pavement ends’ 
sign when you go west to east. 
Carder has received complaints 
about the east end of the red 
line. It was not finished last 
year and now is a swamp. This 
is for approximately 4-5 miles.

Barry Quanz, Noxious Weed 
employee, will be back at work 
tomorrow and Carder will talk 
with him about some areas that 
need sprayed.

Carder advised the Board a 
motorgrader had been moved to 
south of Menlo. The employee 
in that area will go from home 
straight to the machine. If he 
is unable to blade on a certain 
day, he will drive into the shop 
and do shop work.

There is a program on the 
CAT motorgrader that locates 
where the machine is and where 
it has been working. John Deere 
has the same option. Carder is 
finding out about the cost.

John Kruse asked if the road 
crew can set up a route, so they 
don’t dead head so much.

Ross said that a Foley 
representative was going to 
come and do training on the 
equipment and there will also 
be videos to watch. 

Leroy Spresser, Spresser 
Excavation, entered the 
meeting. Spresser was not 
happy with Commissioner 
Dewey’s comments at the 
prior week’s meeting as they 
pertained to the road he was 
working on north of Hoxie. 
Spresser felt that Dewey should 
have come to him directly 
instead of making the comment 
during the meeting. Dewey 
stated he thinks Spresser 
is doing an outstanding 
job and apologized for the 
misunderstanding. Spresser 
said the County has good guys 
working there, don’t cut them 
short. They can do the job, 
support them. Spresser exited 
the meeting.

The Board stated that if 
someone comes to a Board 

member, they should be sent to 
Carder to discuss the problem. 
Wes Bainter stated that Wade 
Zodrow wants to be considered 
for County road work. Wes 
Bainter asks that Carder talk 
with Spresser about work 
on the red line.
